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Prescribing Protocol

Gladstone Medical Centre has an agreed protocol in place for proper documentation and review of repeat and acute medication prescribing.

“A repeat prescription is a prescription issued from a repeat medication list without consultation between a GP and the patient.”

Repeat Medication – Principles

· All patients on repeat medication need regular review

· Patients over 75 years of age, on four or more medicines, require six monthly reviews.

· All other patients need annual review.

· All Reviews must be documented.

· All repeat medication should be recorded.

· Alterations to repeat medication should be by the GP or Practice Pharmacists.

· All repeat mediation should be for 28 days supply, (unless there is a documented reason).

· All repeat mediation should have full dosage instruction (unless there is a specific reason).

Acute Medication – Principles

· Acute Prescribing should be discourage once medical manpower allows (to allow consultation if required).

· Request for acute medication should only be in genuine emergency requirement.

· Advice could be sought by NHS direct or the chemist if required.
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
